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APPENDIX E
PROGRAMME FOR COUNTRY PARTNERSHIP (PCP)

PCP Cambodia

Background

In June 2017, the Executive Board of UNIDO approved the development of the PCP Cambodia. It is the first
PCP in the Asia and Pacific region and part of the pilot phase. In November 2017, a joint declaration was signed
between UNIDO and the Government of Cambodia on the PCP.

The PCP Cambodia supports the implementation of the national industrial development policy (IDP) and
focuses on three priority areas: (i) Development of sustainable tourism; (ii) Development of competitive agro-
industry and creative industry value chains; and (iii) Industrial diversification, in particular through the
development of special economic zones (SEZ).

The PCP also focuses on cross-cutting areas, such as industrial policy and business environment; skills
development; quality infrastructure and related trade facilitation; innovation and technology transfer; access to
finance; investment promotion; energy access and efficiency; resource efficiency and cleaner production; and
environmental management and climate change.

Progress in 2018

The setting up of coordination structures: In 2018, the programming phase was initiated and a national
coordination body established. With the approval of the Prime Minister of Cambodia and the Council of
Ministers, a high-level Steering Committee, chaired by the Ministry of Economy and Finance and the Council
for the Development of Cambodia, was set up and ministerial focal points were appointed in line with the
implementation mechanism for the IDP.

At the advanced session of the seventh ISID Forum, held in Vienna in November 2018, Cambodia reconfirmed
its strong commitment to the PCP and highlighted its interest in UNIDO’s contribution to SEZ development
as one of the national priorities.

Partnership and resource mobilization: Project development and resource mobilization commenced as part
of the PCP. In particular, two projects were developed and funded to address priorities identified in the PCP.
The $1.8 million “low-carbon development project”, funded by the Global Environment Facility (GEF), aims
to improve resource efficiency for the private sector. The $1.2 million “industrial capacity-building project”,
funded by the Republic of Korea, supports building the capacity of the Government on industrial policy and
IDP implementation.

Three more project proposals on promoting renewable energy, developing an SEZ master plan for Sihanoukville
Province, and improving the fisheries value chain were prepared and submitted to donors for potential funding
of $19 million. The projects should be considered in 2019 and implementation started later that year.

In September 2018, UNIDO exchanged a letter of cooperation with the Worldbridge Group to support the
development of small and medium-sized enterprise (SME) clusters. This is the first collaboration with the local
private sector within the framework of the PCP. It seeks to bring an indicative amount of $5 million in private
funds to develop a first-of-its-kind SME cluster in Cambodia.

A partnership was also established with the Shenzhen Foundation for International Exchange, focusing mainly
on bringing their experience in SEZ development and investment promotion to Cambodia. Similarly, a
partnership with the Shanghai Academy of Social Sciences was initiated to support SEZ development.

In November 2018, Cambodia’s Vice-Minister of Environment visited UNIDO to meet with the PCP team and
discuss a potential contribution of $1.6 million in GEF financing, to be provided by the UNIDO Global
Cleantech Innovation Programme (GCIP) to the start-up of the Techo Centre in Cambodia, which was recently
established by the Ministry of Economy and Finance. This will complement efforts by the World Bank, the
United Nations Development Programme (UNDP), the United Nations Environment Programme (UNEP) and
UNIDO to support Cambodia under GEF funding.

Policy advice and technical cooperation activities: Initial activities conducted in 2018 resulted in the private
sector and international organizations taking an increased interest in the PCP, triggering a number of specific

requests for technical support from the Government. These include requests from the Ministry of Commerce
on updating the Cambodia Trade Integration Strategy and from the Ministry of Tourism on supporting tourism
development.

At the policy level, UNIDO joined UNDP and the International Labour Organization (ILO) in organizing a
high-level policy seminar on Industry 4.0 in Cambodia for the Government and the private sector. In October
2018, the Minister of Agriculture, Forestry and Fisheries and the Minister of Commerce met with the Director
General during the UNCTAD World Investment Forum in Geneva and reconfirmed their interest in supporting
trade integration and fishery sector development.

The PCP also facilitated a visit to China of Cambodian Government officials hosted by ITPO Shanghai, and
contributed to investment promotion by facilitating visits of interested Chinese investors and companies to
Cambodia.

Outlook for 2019

In 2019, additional technical interventions will be defined within the three priority areas, thus finalizing the
programming phase. A number of projects are already under development to address the main priorities of the
PCP. This includes the European Union-funded fisheries value chain development programme for 2019-2023,
with an estimated budget of $16 million.

UNIDO will explore cooperation with the Alibaba Group and Government counterparts, namely the Ministry
of Post and Telecommunications and the Ministry of Economy and Finance, to further strengthen local
capacities for e-commerce development. Similarly, the PCP will continue to facilitate the sharing of
international expertise and experiences to support the development of SEZs in Cambodia, in particular for a
master plan to develop Sihanoukville province into a multi-purpose SEZ based on global best practices. Other
cross-cutting priorities will include supporting skills development in new industries and promoting the
mobilization of investments in priority sectors through UNIDO’s international networks.

PCP Ethiopia

Background

PCP Ethiopia supports the Government of Ethiopia in the implementation of the Growth and Transformation
Plan

(GTP II), and in addressing the challenges of developing an inclusive and sustainable industrial economy. The
programme focuses on three light-manufacturing sectors: (i) Agro-food processing; (ii) Textiles and apparel;
and (iii) Leather and leather products. These sectors were selected based on their prospects for job creation,
strong links to the agricultural sector, high export potential, and ability to attract investment from and into the
private sector. Furthermore, UNIDO has a comparative advantage in its ability to deploy an array of technical
assistance services in these sectors.

Progress in 2018

Governance and coordination: Following the appointment of a new head of Government and the subsequent
establishment of a new Cabinet in April 2018, a meeting was organized in June to brief the new administration
on the implementation, achievements and challenges of the PCP. The new administration confirmed its full
commitment to and ownership of the programme.

As part of the continued effort to strengthen coordination, the Ministry of Finance and Economic Cooperation,
the Ministry of Agriculture, the Agriculture Transformation Agency and UNIDO engaged in a series of
consultations. They agreed with the Bill and Melinda Gates Foundation that a web-based resource mapping
project appraisal and monitoring system developed for the Ministry of Agriculture be expanded to include
industry-related partner-supported projects and serve as a decision-making support for the ministries and the
PCP Ethiopia Inter-Ministerial Coordination Committee.

Partnership and resource mobilization: Regarding the first flagship project, the development of Integrated
Agro-Industrial Parks (IAIPs), the African Development Bank (AfDB) undertook scoping/appraisal missions.
The AfDB is in the process of raising $160 million together with other financial institutions and partners, such
as the South Korean Exim Bank and the European Union, to support the construction of infrastructure within
the IAIPs. The European Union is mobilizing partners to raise another $240 million to support infrastructure
development, private sector entrepreneurship development and capacity-building. The Ministry of Finance and
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Economic Cooperation has started negotiations with the Government of Poland for a $100 million soft loan
after the latter expressed interest in supporting the IAIP modern storage component.

Moreover, with $100,000 from the Food and Agriculture Organization (FAO) and an additional $300,000 from
the European Union, a gap assessment study is in progress to identify agricultural development and
infrastructure needs in the four agro-industrial corridors (agro-commodity procurement zones) where the pilot
IAIPs are being established. This study will provide inputs to a future large-scale agricultural value chain
development and investment programme.

With regard to the second flagship project, the establishment of the Modjo Leather City, a programme of
€15 million was approved by the European Union as a grant in July 2018 and the European Investment Bank
(EIB) pledged half of the $100 million needed to build the City. The Ministry of Finance and Economic
Cooperation is reaching out to potential donors, including the AfDB, to raise the remaining amount. Following
the visit of the Deputy Minister of Foreign Affairs of Italy to Ethiopia in December 2018, the Government of
Italy expressed its interest in providing the remaining balance for the realization of the Modjo Leather City
through concessional loans.

Investment promotion: The second International Agro-Industry Investment Forum (AIFE2) in Addis Ababa
took place from 5 to 8 March 2018. The first Forum (AIFE1), held in October 2016, attracted over a thousand
visitors. Eighteen months later, AIFE2 more than doubled this figure with 2,300 registered participants,
including 300 foreign visitors. A half-day side event entitled “The Ethio-Italian private-public partnership for
the sustainable development of agro-industries” was organized by AICS in cooperation with the Emilia
Romagna region of Italy on 7 March 2018. This opened the door to a possible partnership between Ethiopia
and the region Emilia Romagna in the field of agro-industries, particularly within the IAIP project. A follow-up
study tour by representatives of the three ministries was organized to the region in October 2018 to share their
experience in developing the agro-industrial sector.

With regard to attracting investment into the IAIPs, there are 35 registered investors for the Tigray IAIP, 15 for
Ambhara, 13 for Oromia, and 10 for the Southern Nations, Nationalities and Peoples’ (SNNP) region. Out of
these, 11 signed contracts with the regional Industrial Park Development Corporations. Three investors started
the construction of shades in the Amhara IAIP and two started in the SNNP region IAIP.

Implementation highlights in priority areas:

Agro-food processing: Detailed engineering designs of the pilot IAIPs and surrounding Rural Transformation
Centres, as well as the environmental and social impact assessment study on the four pilot parks were approved
and handed over to the respective regional IPDCs for implementation. Eighty per cent of common facilities
(market and training centre, administration building, créche, etc.) and access roads in the four pilot IAIPs has
been constructed and itis expected to be completed during the first half 0of2019. Over 300 company applications
for IAIP occupancy status were received by the regional Industrial Park Development Corporations and seven
companies were approved, including five international companies.

As part of the piloting of IAIPs in Ethiopia, FAO completed diagnostics and business plans for a number of value
chains that are attracting interest from different local investors, such as dairy, live animals/red meat, wheat, Irish
potato, and tomato in Central-Eastern Oromia.

Among the agricultural value chain development projects, the coffee project implemented in partnership with
illycaffé and the Ernesto Illy Foundation has continued assisting over 22,000 small-holder coffee farmers and
21 primary farmers’ cooperatives in two regional states (SNNP and Oromia) in increasing the production and
quality of coffee. This resulted in an increase of income deriving from forest coffee by 30 per cent in its price vs.
quality. In addition, the Burka Yadot Cooperative Union from Delo Mena obtained an export licence and
certification to sell specialty coffee to Italy, which led to an increase of overall coffee exports from the Oromia
region.

Textiles and apparel: Upon a request from the Ministry of Trade and Industry, a comprehensive study on the
textile and garment industry covering three components (productivity and competitiveness, product
diversification and capacity-building) was completed and endorsed by the Government of Ethiopia and all
private and public stakeholders in July 2018.

Leather and leather products: In addition to the European Union-funded programme in support of the Modjo
Leather City, the “Leather Initiative for Sustainable Employment Creation”(LISEC), which started to be
implemented in July 2018, the leather cluster development project implemented in three clusters and
12 networks in Addis Ababa is working with 342 SMEs, involving over 4,000 workers. Thanks to the project, an
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increase of 27 per cent women-led businesses was registered. A further achievement is the creation of market
linkage for the LOMI network, composed of 10 women-led companies, with a leading Swedish company active
in the leather products sector as they wish to outsource the production of leather goods and accessories.

Other sectors: UNIDO formulated a strategy and a road map for the development of electronics and household
appliances. The strategy will support the Government’s efforts to shift from light manufacturing to more
sophisticated sectors in the next phase of the GTP. Both documents were validated by stakeholders and
submitted to the Resource Mobilization and Partnership Management Task Force for submission to
development partners.

Outlook for 2019

« The development and industrial capacity-building of IAIPs, SMEs and the Modjo Leather City will continue
to feature predominantly in the implementation of the PCP Ethiopia in 2019.

» Completing the gap assessment work related to the four pilot agro-industrial corridors where the pilot IAIPs
are being established; the agricultural investment mega project; and submitting both the gap assessment and
the project to donors for funding constitute priorities for the Resource Mobilization and Partnership
Management Task Force to address major infrastructure, capacity and institutional constraints in
agricultural production and supply. Other priorities of the Task Force include close follow-up with the AfDB
and the European Union on pledged financing and on securing additional/required funding for the Modjo
Leather City, the IAIPs, SME clusters, industrial capacity-building, and the development of the coffee value
chain. Discussions are in progress on a possibility to open a credit line around $20 million with illycaffe.

« In relation to the development of value chains: the Creative Hub for leather will be completed and
inaugurated within the premises of the Federal Micro and Small Enterprise Development Agency with an
innovative management framework designed on a public-private partnership model; a common footwear
production line will be inaugurated at the Ethio-International Footwear Cluster Cooperative Society Ltd.
cluster during the first quarter of 2019; and the Addis Ababa Coffee Training Centre is expected to be
finalized and inaugurated by June 2019.

+ On reporting, a platform for monitoring an evaluation based on results-based management (RBM)
principles will be set up to evaluate the impact of the PCP Ethiopia in the three priority sectors.

o The third International Agro-Industry Investment Forum is tentatively scheduled in the second half of 2019.

« AJapan-Ethiopia investment forum will be organized in Ethiopia and Japan with the support of ITPO Tokyo.

PCP Kyrgyzstan

Background

In July 2017, the Executive Board of UNIDO approved the development of the PCP for Kyrgyzstan. It is the
first one in the Europe and Central Asia region and part of the pilot phase. UNIDO initiated the programming
phase of the PCP Kyrgyzstan in 2017. It continued in 2018 with several programming missions to the country,
and extensive consultations with international and national stakeholders.

Progress in 2018

Country diagnostic and development of a programme document: To develop the PCP, in 2018, UNIDO
conducted a comprehensive country diagnostic study to identify the main opportunities and bottlenecks for
advancing industrialization. Building on the study and the work carried out in support of the national industrial
development strategy, UNID O developed a draft programme document, which should be finalized in 2019.

Policy advice for the formulation of a national industrial development strategy: As part of the PCP,
UNIDO supported the formulation of a national strategy for industrial development of the Kyrgyz Republic, in
cooperation with the State Committee on Industry, Energy and Subsoil Use. The strategy identifies priority
industrial sectors and sets concrete targets and indicators. Six priority areas were identified: (i) Agro-industry;
(ii) Light industry; (iii) Tourism; (iv) Mining; (v) Production of construction materials; and (vi) Infrastructure
for industrial development. An action plan for the strategy is currently being developed with the support of
UNIDO. The PCP will serve as an instrument to implement this strategy.

Technical cooperation activities: Through its project linking the tourism industry to productive activities in
the Issyk-Kul region, UNIDO supports SMEs operating in selected value chains to acquire modern equipment
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and facilities, to upgrade local producers and improve their competitiveness and export capacities. Study tours
were organized for government representatives, agro-processors and tour operators to Slovenia and the Russian
Federation, to learn from best practices in creating synergies between productive activities and tourism.

Following a recent request from the Government, UNIDO developed a project to modernize and upgrade the
wool processing industry for local job creation. UNIDO will also explore possibilities to develop projects on
circular economy and renewable energy, as well as regional projects and initiatives with other Central Asian
countries on renewable energy for industrial use.

In addition to UNIDO’s activities in the context of the Partnership for Action on Green Economy (PAGE), the
Organization started to work on a Health and Pollution Action Plan for Kyrgyzstan. UNIDO has also involved
Kyrgyzstan in the new Global Quality and Standardization Programme. It aims at strengthening the compliance
of SMEs with quality and standards regulations of the European Union to expand their market access.

Awareness-raising activities: To increase awareness and understanding of the PCP approach, its goals and
benefits, UNIDO organized a number of awareness-raising events in 2018. This included a briefing for
international and national stakeholders at the Sth International Economic Forum “Issyk-Kul 20187 as well as an
exhibition of local products produced with the support of a UNIDO project on linking productive activities
with tourism.

Outlook for 2019

In 2019, the national industrial development strategy is expected to be approved by the Government. This will
pave the way for the finalization of a comprehensive programme document for the PCP and related technical
interventions. Particular emphasis will be given to establishing and supporting partnerships with donors,
financial institutions, the private sector and other development partners. The national coordination body, the
Steering Committee on monitoring the formulation of an industrial and sustainable development programme
of the Kyrgyz Republic for 2017-2020, will play an important role in providing strategic guidance for the
implementation of the PCP, reviewing progress and ensuring synergy among partner interventions. The
composition and management structure of the national coordination body will be updated based on the final
version of the national industrial development strategy.

PCP Morocco

Background

In October 2017, the Director General of UNIDO went on his first official visit to Morocco. He met with the
Minister of Industry, Investment, Trade and Digital Economy, and representatives of other key ministries, the
private sector and potential partners to discuss the possibility of expanding cooperation within the framework
of a PCP for Morocco. In February 2018, the Executive Board of UNIDO approved the development of a PCP
in Morocco, which became the first PCP in the Arab region and the last of the pilot phase.

Progress in 2018

Programming: The programming phase was launched in April 2018, in close collaboration with the
Government of Morocco. Programme formulation involved several UNID O PCP team missions and systematic
consultations with the Government, national stakeholders and international partners to define the required
technical assistance to support the implementation of the national Industrial Acceleration Plan 2014-2020 and
identify synergies between PCP interventions and partner programmes. As part of the programming phase,
UNIDO conducted a country diagnostic to identify the main opportunities and challenges for accelerating
industrialization in Morocco, and support the selection of priority areas for the PCP.

Based on the country diagnostic and further consultations with the Government, six priority areas were selected:
(i) Industrial zones; (ii) Agro-industry; (iii) Energy; (iv) Circular economy; (v) Industry 4.0; and (vi) E-commerce.
The PCP will also address cross-cutting areas, such as South-South and triangular cooperation, partnerships,
gender mainstreaming, and statistics. These also form the backbone of the programme document, which was
developed in 2018 and approved by the Executive Board of UNIDO in November 2018.

Governance and coordination: The Ministry of Industry, Investment, Trade and Digital Economy announced
the Government’s commitment to provide financial contributions to PCP programming, and in-kind
contributions for the organization of the Morocco Investment Forum and several PCP funds mobilization
workshops and multi-stakeholder partnership meetings. The Government also appointed the Director of
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International Cooperation and Communication at the Ministry of Industry, Investment, Trade and Digital
Economy as Team Leader.

The national coordination body of the PCP was established and held its first meeting in September 2018. Under
the presidency of the Minister of Industry, Investment, Trade and Digital Economy, it convened all ministries
involved in industrial development, including the Ministry of Foreign Affairs and International Cooperation;
the Ministry of Economy and Finance; the Ministry of Agriculture, Maritime Fisheries, Rural Development,
Waters and Forests; the Ministry of National Education, Vocational Training, Higher Education and Scientific
Research; the Ministry of Energy, Mines and Sustainable Development; the State Secretariat for Sustainable
Development; and the State Secretariat for Vocational Training.

The national coordination body has been instrumental in engaging the private sector, in particular the General
Confederation of Moroccan Enterprises; the Federation of Information Technologies, Telecommunications and
Offshoring; the National Federation of Agribusiness; the National Federation of Electricity, Electronics and
Renewable Energies; the Coalition for the Waste Valorization; and other key financial and development
partners.

Partnership and resource mobilization: Round tables and meetings were organized with multilateral
(Buropean Union, GEF) and bilateral donors (Austria, Canada, China, Finland, Germany, Italy, Japan,
Netherlands, Norway, Spain, Switzerland, and the United States), as well as with financial institutions (World
Bank; EIB; AfDB; Islamic Development Bank; European Bank for Reconstruction and Development;
International Fund for Agricultural Development; the French Development Agency and Proparco; and the
German Bank Group KfW). A round table was also held with the national business sector to identify
collaboration opportunities.

A partnership was initiated with the AfDB, which expressed a strong interest in investing in the implementation
of the programme, with a focus on industrial zones, South-South cooperation and gender integration. The
Islamic Development Bank was also very interested in partnering with UNIDO and the Government of Morocco
in areas of common interest, such as energy, South-South cooperation and statistics. United Nations system
institutions and the private sector (ABB, Volvo, ENGIE, and other foreign and national companies) have shown
interest in working with UNIDO on the PCP.

Outlook 2019

The programme document of the PCP is expected to be signed by the Minister of Industry, Investment, Trade
and Digital Economy and the Director General of UNIDO at the beginning of 2019. A trust fund agreement
between UNIDO and the Government should also be finalized in 2019.

A task force for resource mobilization will be established in the first quarter of 2019, under the auspices of the
Ministry of Finance. Following the definition of detailed technical cooperation interventions and the
mobilization of resources, PCP implementation will be launched.

In addition, an investment forum will be organized in Morocco in 2019, focused on investment promotion
through linkages between SMEs and investors in selected industrial zones.

PCP Peru

Background

The PCP Peru aims to drive modern, competitive and inclusive industrialization in Peru, in line with the
national development strategy (“Plan Bicentenario: El Pert hacia el 2021”) and the Government’s goal of
becoming a member of the Organisation for Economic Co-operation and Development (OECD) by 2021.

The programme focuses on four priority areas: (i) Quality and innovation; (ii) Value chain and enterprise
development; (iii) Sustainable industrial parks; and (iv) Industrial resource and energy efficiency, and
renewable energy.

Progress in 2018

Launch of the implementation phase: The PCP Peru implementation phase was launched in January 2018,
with the following four projects supporting priority areas: (i) Strengthening the coffee and cocoa quality for
exports from Peru; (ii) Sustainable industrial zone development in Peru; (iii) Partnership for Action on Green
Economy (PAGE) - Peru; and (iv) Mainstreaming of energy and environmental dimension in the PCP Peru.
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The upcoming “Global Eco-Industrial Parks Programme” will further support the industrial park component of
the PCP.

Partnership and resource mobilization: A total of $8 million was mobilized for UNIDO technical
cooperation projects, contributing to $44 million in public and private co-funding for the “Sustainable industrial
zone development in Peru” project, $35 million in public funds (a loan by the Inter-American Development
Bank (IDB) for the Red de CITE - Centres for Innovation and Technology Network) and $110,000 from the
local European Union office for the joint International Circular Economy Conference. The latter was organized
in September 2018 by Peru’s Ministry of Environment and Ministry of Production, the local European Union
office and UNIDO. It led to the joint development of a National Road Map for Circular Economy that started
with a regional event in Arequipa.

$16.5 million were approved by the State Secretariat for Economic Affairs (SECO) of Switzerland for a global
programme. Of these, $2 million were approved for eco-industrial park development in Peru. This project forms
part of a Global UNIDO Programme for Eco-industrial Parks funded by SECO. A UNIDO-FAO-IFAD
consortiums project proposal on “Improving biodiversity and conservation through developing the Amazon
biodiversity product chain” for a total of $22 million was selected by the Ministry of Environment for GEF-7
funding submission, falling under the PCP priority area of value chain and enterprise development.

Strengthening cooperation with financial institutions was a strong focus in 2018, in particular with the World
Bank and IDB on industrial parks, with the Development Bank of Latin America on aquaculture and innovation,
and with the National Development Bank (COFIDE) on specific credit schemes for SMEs.

During the advanced session of the seventh UNIDO ISID Forum, the Vice-Minister of SMEs and Industry of
the Ministry of Production reconfirmed the country’s commitment to industrial development through the PCP.

Policy advice and cross-cutting activities: The PCP has been supporting the development of a “National
Strategy for Sustainable Industrial Parks”, expected to be launched in March 2019. The outlines of the Strategy
went through a public and private consultation process in December 2018, involving more than 100
representatives from different ministries and industrial associations.

Gender issues are addressed twofold, at the policy level and as a mainstreaming activity throughout all PCP
components and projects. A global programme on “The Economic Empowerment of Women in Green Industry”
was approved in 2018, involving four countries, including Peru, to which the Government of Germany allocated
€1.1 million. It will be implemented in 2019 and 2020, and UNIDO is currently developing concrete activities
for Peru. In addition, as a result of the PAGE project, a proposal on green industry policy was submitted to the
Ministry of Production for inclusion in ongoing discussions on the development of a new industrial policy.

Governance and coordination: The PCP Advisory Board was established as a working group under the
Multi-sectoral Commission for Productive Diversification and is expected to further increase interministerial
and public-private cooperation. The Ministry of Production also committed to the establishment of a Partner
Donor Working Group for funds mobilization in 2019.

Outlook for 2019

In 2019, UNIDO will support the Government in initiating and strengthening the Partner Donor Working
Group. The latter will be responsible for mobilizing funds, aligning activities and interests of different donors,
and identifying and approving new projects, in close cooperation with the private and financial sectors.
Additionally, UNID O will focus on enhancing national PCP monitoring and coordination capacities, finalizing
and launching pipeline projects, and strengthening the interlinkages between PCP projects and the
programme’s overall support of the country’s goal of OECD membership.

An International Industrial Parks Conference will be organized in Peru in March 2019, to present and discuss
international experiences in industrial parks as instruments for fostering inclusive and sustainable
industrialization, and to launch the National Strategy for Industrial Park Development. The Conference will be
organized in close cooperation with various partners, such as China, Germany, Japan, Spain, Switzerland, and
the European Union, and with the support of financial institutions, inter alia, the World Bank, IDB and
COFIDE, and industry associations and chambers.
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PCP Senegal

Background

The PCP Senegal, which was officially launched in April 2015, is supporting the implementation of the
industrial component of the national development strategy, the “Plan Senegal Emergent”, focusing on selected
priority industrial projects. The programme is centred on five priority areas: (i) Industrial policy development;
(ii) SEZs and incentive package reform; (iii) Operationalization of a new generation of integrated industrial
parks; (iv) Establishment of agro-poles; and (v) Development of a regional mining hub.

Progress in 2018

The programme is integrated in the second phase of the national development strategy, covering the period
2019 to 2023. The latter includes a priority focused on “Inclusive and Sustainable Industrialization”. The
support provided by UNIDO through the PCP was highlighted during the official inauguration of the
Diamniadio Industrial Park by the President and the Prime Minister of Senegal. The event was held on
22 November 2018 and attended by 3,000 people. The contribution of the PCP to Senegal’s industrialization
was further recognized at the high-level meetings of the Consultative Group, which comprised all development
partners of Senegal and was held on 17 and 18 December 2018 at the office of the World Bank in Paris.

Highlights of implementation in priority areas:

Industrial policy: Senegal’s industrial strategy action plan was finalized in November 2018, with the financial
support of the United Nations Economic Commission for Africa and the technical support of UNIDO. The
Government also agreed to follow up in 2019 on a study conducted by UNIDO and the University of Beijing
on “Growth Identification and Facilitation for Industrial Upgrading and Diversification” that identified “quick
wins” for accelerating industrial development in Senegal. In addition, the Government is preparing a report on
the competitiveness of Senegal’s industry utilizing UNID O methodology and tools.

SEZs and incentive package reform: UNIDO’s technical assistance and policy advice through the PCP supported
the Government in adopting a SEZ reform, including two laws on administration, an incentive package for
investors, and a series of agreements with administrations involved in the one-stop-shop system that will
support and facilitate the installation and operations of the private sector. Three industrial parks already
received SEZ status by presidential decree. UNIDO also supported the National Agency for the Promotion of
Investments and Major Projects, the entity responsible for SEZ administration.

Operationalization of a new generation of integrated industrial parks: Three industrial parks, Diamniadio, Sandiara
and Diass, are supported through the PCP, all at different development stages. Diamniadio Industrial Park
already commenced operations with seven national and international companies installed. The private sector
has invested more than $60 million, creating more than 1,000 new jobs. An additional 4,000 jobs are expected
by the end 0f 2019. Financing for the expansion (second phase) of Diamniadio Industrial Park has been officially
secured through the signing of a financing agreement between the Exim Bank of China and APROS], the entity
responsible for the promotion and development of the park. The extension of the park should create an
additional 17,000 jobs.

A second industrial park, covering 100 hectares in the municipality of Sandiara, has started operations. The park
has seven registered companies. Of these, three are already operating and have created more than 500 jobs. A
total investment of $140 million is expected, with more than 15 companies having requested occupancy status,
leading to the creation of an initial 4,000 jobs. The investment and development company (SIA) is negotiating
a partnership with a private company for the development of an additional 100 hectares.

Under the supervision of APIX, a third industrial park is under development in the area of Diass. The park will
cover a total area of 1,000 hectares. UNIDO provided policy and technical advice to the Government to ensure
local private sector involvement in the promotion and development of the park.

Agro-poles: The Government and development partners (including the AfDB, the Islamic Development Bank
and Belgium) have pledged over $200 million in financing for the establishment of the agro-poles in the South,
North and Center. A national working group and regional tasks forces have been established. Other bilateral,
multilateral and private sector partners have expressed their interest in supporting the initiative through their
respective programmes. The feasibility studies of the three agro-poles and the related financing agreements
should be finalized in 2019.
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Regional mining hub: An agreement was reached with the Government in November 2018, to finance and launch
a feasibility study based on a preliminary assessment conducted by UNIDO in the region of Kedougou. The
feasibility study will assess existing capacities and activities, and propose an action plan. The Government of
Senegal has indicated an interest of over 110 companies in such a hub.

Policy advice and cross-cutting issues: The PCP also supports cross-cutting issues, such as private sector
development, entrepreneurship and job creation, quality support for trade facilitation, and environmental
sustainability. Among other activities, UNIDO is promoting the integration of renewable energy, waste
management and sustainable industries in Diamniadio Industrial Park as part of the Sustainable Cities Initiative,
which is jointly implemented by the World Bank and UNIDO in the context of the GEF Integrated Approach
Pilot.

Outlook for 2019

UNIDO will continue working with the Government and other partners in the implementation of PCP focus
areas and cross-cutting activities. Priorities in 2019 include, among others, conducting feasibility studies to
establish the three agro-poles and mobilize related investments; to further expand the industrial parks of
Diamniadio, Sandiara and Diass to generate additional employment opportunities; and to conduct a feasibility
study for the establishment of the regional mining hub. In addition, the PCP will continue to support the
National Steering Committee in coordinating and guiding the implementation of the industrial policy, and
reinforcing partnerships with various partners.

Introduction

The purpose of the list of UNIDO technical cooperation activities is to provide representatives of Member States with
an overview and reference not only for use during discussions at the sessions of the policymaking organs, but also for

consultations with the Secretariat throughout the year.
The information is presented by country as in the 2017 report.

The current report shows individual projects by country so as to make it consistent with the technical cooperation
dashboards accessible to Member States. The project identification (ID) is numerical, following the project identification

scheme established in the enterprise resource planning (ERP) system.

In the financial information part, the report presents four sets of values: (1) “Current year budget” includes resources
made available for the project during the reporting period (1 January-31 December 2018); (2) “Current year expenditure”
presents all disbursements and commitments incurred during the reporting period; (3) “Total budget” includes all resources
made available to the project; and (4) “Total expenditure” contains all expenditures incurred against the total budget. The

financial data are presented in United States dollars as at 31 December 2018.

The representation of financial data follows UNIDO’s reporting standards. For example, a negative value might be
shown in some instances as current year expenditure, a phenomenon that resulted from the splitting of expenditures by
reporting periods. A negative current year expenditure figure would therefore indicate the downward adjustment of

a previously reported commitment in the current reporting period.

The approval date of the project corresponds with the issuance date of the project allotment document (PAD). As in

previous years, it is provided indicating the month and year when the funds were made available to the project.

Titles of the projects are listed in their original language, as approved by the concerned Government and UNIDO, under

the recipient country/area/territory.

The appendix also includes listings of regional, global and interregional projects. Concerning umbrella projects, for

example those where donor financing covers various projects, only the individual projects are listed.

As of the Annual Report 2019, this appendix will no longer be produced in its current form. Instead, information on
technical cooperation activities in a given year will be presented through the Open Data Platform (ODP), which contains
the same information as currently contained in appendix M. In addition, the OPD contains a considerably more detailed set
of project-related information and details, including project documents, donor information and project-related progress
reports/publications. The provision of relevant information via the ODP will provide Member States with a more efficient
way to keep abreast of the project and programme-related work undertaken by UNIDO, including its ongoing and continuous

contribution to the attainment of the Sustainable Development Goals.
The information contained in this appendix is already available in the ODP, along with the enriched set of project-level

information mentioned above. This report has been included in the Annual Report 2018 to facilitate the final transition to
the above-mentioned system-based presentation.
