Tajik people have an extremely rich heritage of arts and crafts. Being perfected in the course of the centuries,
it was not only preserved to our days, but reached its excellence and continues to develop in the conditions of

modern Tajikistan. Unique examples of folk art reflecting customs and traditions of Tajikistan are represented in
museums of the country and beyond its borders attracting the attention of connoisseurs of art, history and culture.

One of the ancient monuments of decorative and applied art of Tajik people is fraditional textiles, which
occupies animportant place not only in decorating houses, but also people’s life. The rich variety of ornamentation,
harmony of proportions, expressiveness and exceptional completeness of the decorative design of textiles created
by local craftswomen over the course of centuries has made them a worthy decoration of palaces, possessions
and temples of regents and aristocrats throughout the history of Tajik people.



As a result of rewarding work and creative search of many generations, the artistic fraditions of Tajik carpet art
absorbed not only variety of cultures and traditions, but also ancient Tajik philosophy and poetry. It is no accident
that in works of Alois Rigal, an Austfrian art historian of 19th century who studied traditions of carpet weaving art
in Cenftral Asiq, it is stated: “Let them show me another area of the art industry, for the correct understanding of
which such a multitude of diverse knowledge would be required”.

Tajik carpet, being one of the main types of traditional textiles, always had a special privieged place in the
national culture, and was also widely used in the development of trade and diplomatic relations with near and
far neighbors. This can be proven by references to Tajik carpet in the notes of such great fravelers as Marco Polo,
Gonzalez de Clavijo, Chen Sin and Yang Jing, who were exploring Central Asia in different periods.



Commercial development of the Tajik carpet weaving occurred in the 19th century. Between 1867 and 1915,
with the support of various Russian trade guilds, Central Asian carpets, including works of Tajik masters, were
presented at 48 exhibitions in Central Asia, Russia, Europe and America. The world exhibitions in Moscow, Vienna,
Paris, Chicago, Copenhagen, Glasgow, San Luis, Milan, Bordeaux, London and Berlin were the most significant for
Tajik carpets, where the mastery of human hands and one of the brightest manifestations of the artistic creativity
of Tajik people were highly appreciated.

Taking info consideration centuries-old experience, internatfional recognition and high potential of traditional
carpet weaving, the Government of the Republic of Tajikistan approved a special program for the development
of carpet weaving for 2015-2020, inviting for cooperation an international specialized agency - the United Nations
Industrial Development Organization (UNIDO), as well as strategic partners - the People’s Republic of China and
the Russian Federation, with whom Tajikistan has long-lasting cultural, commercial and diplomatic relations.



Since October 2015, the UNIDO project team, in close cooperation with the beneficiary companies involved
in the carpet production, started to work on the development of a new collection of hand- and machine-
made carpets under the joint export brand “LA'AL Textiles”. While creating the first collection, the project team
studied various materials and publications on Tajik arts and crafts, as well as visited museums and major historical
monuments of architecture, including mosques and teahouses. Due to the fact that the main objective of the
project is fo increase the export potential of domestic enterprises, in the process of developing the first collection
of Tajik carpets, modern trends in interior design and carpets as well as taste preferences and needs of foreign
consumers were also tfaken into account.

With pride and great respect for the ancient history and fraditions of Tajik carpet weaving, the “LA'AL Textiles”
feam brings to your attention a new exclusive collection of Tajik carpets made by local craffswomen and hopes
for the further development of this unique sector in the Republic of Tajikistan.
